THERE IS NOlinkbetween the
Covid-19 vaccine and deaths
in young people from cardiac
arrest, claimed an ongoing
study being conducted by
AIIMS, New Delhi. These
deaths were primarily attrib-
uted to coronaryarterydisease
(CAD) linked to poor lifestyle
choices.

These preliminary findings
are part of an interim
report based on a studyj, titled
“Establishing the causein sud-
den unexplained deaths in
young’, which AIIMS is con-
ducting in collaboration with
the Indian Council of Medical
Research. On Thursday, doc-
tors involved in the study said
the cause of death among the
young population was CAD.

100 percentile in four subjects
in the Common Entrance Uni-
versity Test-Under Graduate
(CUET-UG), while 17 candi-
dates from across the country
have bagged the top score in
three subjects, the National
Testing Agency (NTA) on Friday
announced.

The NTA conducted CUET-
UG in computer-based test
(CBT)modefor13,54,699 can-
didates. These candidates
applied for various combina-
tions of subjects for the acade-
mic session 2025-2026.

“Only one candidate has
scored 100 percentile in his or
her opted four out of five sub-
jects. A total of 17 candidates
have scored 100 percentile in
three subjects, while 150 can-
didates have scored 100 per-
centile in two subjects. A total
of 2,679 candidates have
scored 100 percentile in one
subject,’said a senior NTA offi-
cial. In all, 37 subjects (13 lan-
guages, 23 domain-specific
subjects and General Aptitude
Test) were offered to the candi-
dates in the CUET-UG 2025.
Candidates could choose up to
a maximum of five subjects,
including languages and the
General Aptitude Test.As many
as 322 unique question papers
and 1,059 total question
papers, were administered
over a period of 19 days in 35
shifts.

dumping probe into the import
of polyethylene from Kuwait,
Malaysia, Oman, Qatar, Saudi
Arabia,the UAE followinga com-
plaint by Chemicals and Petro-
chemicals Association of
India.

The applicant has alleged
that the industry is impacted
due to the dumped imports of
linear-density polyethylene.

It is primarily used in raw
materials forthe plasticprocess-
ingindustry to make avariety of
products such as packaging
films, profiles,wire and cable.

According to the DGTR’s
notification, the applicant has
provided evidence with respect
to the injury suffered by the
domestic industry due to the
dumped imports.
